MAKING SURE: MECHANISMS FOR CREDIBILITY
Comparability and Transparency
· “National system” for estimating emissions and removals, based on agreed guidelines to be decided by COP/MOP (Article 5)

· Common methodologies, adjustments and GWPs (Article 5; decision 2/CP.3)

· Revisions only apply to commitments adopted after the revision (Article 5). 

· Submission of inventories (annually) and national communications, with supplementary information to demonstrate compliance with the Protocol 

(Article 7).

· COP/MOP 1 to adopt additional guidelines for reporting and for the accounting of assigned amounts (Article 7).

Monitoring and verification
· Expert reviews of national communications and an annual compilation and accounting of emission inventories and assigned amounts (Article 8).

· “Questions of implementation” identified in the expert review team reports to be further considered by COP/MOP (Article 8). 

· COP/MOP 1 to adopt guidelines for “verification and reporting” of JI projects under Article 6.

· COP/MOP 1 to provide for “independent auditing & verification” of CDM projects under Article 12.

· COP to elaborate on “verification, reporting and accountability” for emissions trading (Article 17; decision 1/CP.3).

Compliance
· COP/MOP 1 to define provisions for non-compliance (Article 18).

· COP/MOP can apply any multilateral consultative process decided upon by the COP  to the Protocol (Article 16).

· A Party cannot acquire ERUs under Article 6 if it is not in compliance with its commitments on methodologies and reporting (Article 6).

· A Party cannot use ERUs acquired under Article 6 to meet its commitments if a question regarding its implementation of Article 6 is raised by the expert review process (Article 6). 
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
